PROSPECTUS

ART IN BLACK AND WHITE.  A Juried/Judged Fine Art Exhibition organized by the Carrollwood Cultural Center.  This competition is open to all artists who reside in the Tampa Bay area.  2D and 3D Fine Art in black, white or any shade of gray.  All media is eligible as long as it can be hung on the wall or stand on its own on a shelf and fits the weight and size constraints.
ENTRY AND FEES:  Submission fee: $10 per piece up to a 3-piece limit depending on size.

ART DELIVERY:  Artists must deliver their work to the Center on March 31, 2011 , between 2 and 5:30 p.m.  The work must remain on exhibit until  May 31, 2011.  If a piece of art is sold while the exhibit is on display, it must be replaced immediately with a piece of equal size and quality.  Please inform the Curator if a piece is sold.  All prize winners must remain in the exhibit until June 30.  Any failure to comply will result in the inability to show at the CCC for 6 months.
JUDGING:  The entries will be juried by the judge and artists will be notified as to which pieces were accepted into the show.

SHOW BREAKDOWN AND ART PICKUP will be May 31st between 2:00 and 5:30 p.m.  Work that is not picked up will become the property of the Carrollwood Cultural Center.  No storage is available.  If you are unable to make the pickup date, please make arrangements for someone to pick up your work for you.

SALES:  The Cultural Center will encourage sales by putting customers in touch with the artists.  A donation to the Center of 15% to 20% of the sale price is strongly suggested by the Curator.  The Center is a non-profit organization that operates on memberships, classes, and donations.  Make sure your phone number and other info is on your piece.

AWARDS:  Cash awards and ribbons. 

RULES:  All artwork must be original and not a previous award winner (ribbon or cash prize) at the Center.  No teacher-assisted or class-generated art will be accepted.  No reproductions and no nudes.

SIZE LIMITS:  3D work such as sculpture and hand-built pottery may not exceed 18”H x 12”D x 10”W.  Bas Relief may not exceed 15lbs.  2D work may not exceed 48” in any direction, including frame, and be at least 16” x 20”.  If you want to enter miniatures with easels, please note your entry as a miniature.  A miniature can be no larger than 5x7 unframed.

All 2D work must be framed and wired for hanging.  Gallery wrapped canvas is acceptable but must be painted around the edges with no visible staples.  NO SAWTOOTH HANGERS. 

Your work must have proper framing and wiring to be accepted.  Please tape a note on front of your painting with the title, your name, and any special instructions for hanging.  We will try to comply with your wishes.

ARTIST RECEPTION: Reception will be Friday, April 8, 2011, from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. at the Carrollwood Cultural Center, 4537 Lowell Rd, 813-269-1310.
LIABILITY:  All reasonable precautions will be taken to ensure protection of submitted work.  No liability can be assumed by the juror, sponsors, or personnel connected to the exhibition for damages or loss of work.  Each artist will be required to sign an indemnity form at the time of submission.  The form will be in effect for the calendar year of 2011.
